Hebrew and Greek words that mean joy according to Strong's Concordance. Overall, in the
Bible, joy is used over 400 times. Let’s look at one of these joy words, chedvah, khed-

vaw'; (H2304 in the Strong’s Concordance) means gladness or joy. This particular He-

brew word for joy occurs only two times in the Bible, in Nehemiah 8:10 and | Chronicles
16:27.

Do not
sorrow, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”
